October 1/2 and 8/9 
Two manches of 24 hrs each - 48 hrs of contest time 
FREE ENTRY FOR ALL MEMBERS 

1) PARTICIPANTS AND ENTRANCE 
All AT members, World Wide, are invited to partecipate. The entrance fee, for the contest is included in the renewal full fee (request of current call-book). So it is not necessary to send money or request to participate. Into your directory you will find a copy of log sheet and a copy of "Table of Results". Please photostat supplementary sheets.

2) DATE AND DURATION 

The contest will start at 12 midday on saturday and finish at 12 midday sunday. Please note: times are GMT ( or UTC that's is the same time) and contest will last in total 48 hrs; 

3) MODES and FREQUENCIES 
All modes of emission are possible. 

Since the 2003 edition frequecies from .500 to .600 cannot be used during this Contest. .555 only call and QSY. 

QSOs from .300 to .405 ARE VALID ! 

4) LOGs and PROGRESSIVE NUMBER OF REGISTRATION 

All QSOs must be registered in progressive number received and passed (if QSO with AT member), on the proper official AT log sheets (see enclosed copy). Please photostat supplementary log sheets;

SINCE 2009 EDITION :  Contacts between stations of the same DXCC prefix are allowed

5) RESTRICTIONS 

For the final score they are valid a maximum of 100 stations (AT and non/AT) for each DXCC prefix connected.

6) QSLs 
QSLs received, to be valid, must report the main data of contacts registered on the log 
sheet. In fact a QSL to be considered valid must report : Call-sign, date, band, time, R/S report and progressive number received from AT working or not/working the contest. It is not necessary to exange QSLs between AT members during the contests. Anyway, if a station needs to receive a QSL, it will be necessary to send the standard contribution and SAE. Only in these circumstances it is of course obbligatory to return the QSL. 
IT IS IMPORTANT TO NOTE THAT THESE RULES ONLY APPLY DURING THE CONTESTS 

7) RADIO STATIONS 

Radio stations can be single operator or ”multioperator” (no more than three operators) 
and must operate within their national territories. "Multi" must use only one call-sign with - separation and "multi." (Example: 26AT000/multi) and are classified different to single operator stations. 

8) SCORES 
Scores will be computed as follows :
- 10 points for each country worked (confirmed by QSL if non/AT worked) 
- 1 point for each AT 

- 1 point for each NON/AT, only if confirmed by Qsl 
Only one contact per station is valid. 

NEW 2011 EDITION: Only one AT station per country is enough to get 10  bonus points. If the station worked is a non/AT, you must have its qsl card for the country to be confirmed.


9) LAYOUT OF LOG SHEETS 

Please note that log sheets must to report if QSL received or not (very important for score of confirmed countries), ON THE TOP please indicate : World Contest 2011 and your " unit number" on each page of log sheet, very clear please ! Once the log sheets are completed it is obligatory to make up a table of results i.e. List out the total of countries confirmed with QSL, QSO’s with ATs and non/ATs etc. All results (log sheets and table of results) are then to be sent to 1AT084 Giorgio, also via e-mail 1at084@alfatango.it 

Please note that logs without the TABLE of RESULTS are not considered to be valid and so will automatically insert in the CHECK LOGS LIST (out of final results). 

If one participant collect more than 1000 points than must send with logs and Table of Results also ALL QSLs received from non/AT. Otherwise the score will be not computed. Please note that original QSLs for score under 1000 points must be sent to the Contest Manager only on request so, please, do not send them with logs. Only logs postmarked or sent via Internet no later than April 30, 2012 will be considered valid. 

10) FINAL RESULTS 
These to be published on our official Web site. 

11) PRIZES GIVING 
Prizes will be awarded during the International AT Meeting 2012 in Asti. 
Those winners unable to attend the Meeting will have their prizes sent on. 

12) GENERAL CLASSIFICATION 
- 1st, 2nd , 3th Single operator 
- 1st, 2nd Multioperators
- 1st Non AT
All AT members are asked to send in a log regardless of the number of contacts - even if only one - in order to chek the results. 

NEW SINCE 2003:
A) Freq. from .500 to .600 cannot be used during this Contest. 555 only call and QSY.
B) QSOs from .300 to .405 ARE VALID !
C) Will be awarded also the first non AT stations. For them the rules are simply :
a) They must send their logs to WC-manager 
b) 1 point each AT contacted ;
c) QSL not is necessary ;
d) No score for countries worked ;

WE REPEAT AGAIN SOME POINTS : 
1) Logs without the TABLE of RESULTS aren’t considered to be valid and so will automatically insert in the CHECK LOGS LIST (out of final results). 
2) If your final score is more than 1000 points, you’ll have to send ALL QSLs received from non/AT.

3) You don’t need to send photostat or original QSLs if your final score is less than 1000 points .
4) Please note that if you contact an ATs from one country, it won’t be necessary to have the QSL. 

5) If your score is more than 1000 points but you don’t send the original QSLs with your logs, your station won’t be considered valid for final results.
